Elected Officials

Somerset County is governed and managed by a
Board of Chosen Freeholders.The board consists of five
members; one or two are elected each year from the
county at large to serve three-year terms. Unlike a mayor
or municipal elected official, a Freeholder represents all
324,563 county residents.

The Board of Freeholders holds regular public
meetings the second and fourth Tuesday of each month
at 7 p.m.in the county administration building at 20
Grove St.in Somerville. Agenda sessions, which also are
open to the public, are held the same days at 4:30 p.m.
Items discussed at each agenda session will be voted on
at the regular meeting that takes place two weeks later.

municipalities.The 911 Communications Center provides
dispatch services to many of the county’s 21 towns.
Within the past several years,a number of towns have
contracted with the county for public-health services
through the county Health Department.The county
Engineering Division provides engineering services to the
Borough of Somerville. Many municipal and school
vehicles fill their gas tanks at county pumps, a
less-expensive way of buying gasoline.
